NEW ORLEANS - Proposed actions for the New Orleans Lakefront levee
and the status of plans to improve levees and floodwalls in New Orleans
East and the Lower Ninth Ward will be discussed at two separate public
meetings in November.

Impacts of the proposed
action will be discussed in Individual Environmental Report 4, which will
be available for public review in the next few weeks.
